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HEIDESTAD
Unique homes in a green environment

All 26 houses in the Heidestad project in Ede are slightly different. The high-
quality building materials are used in a different way in every home. Every
home has its own character, so you can find a unique home to call your own.
A comfortable place to enjoy light, tranquillity and space — and the existing
green surroundings.

Heidestad is located in Ede, on the spot where the Simon Stevin Barracks
used to be. The centuries-old trees, the stately avenues and the two
monumental defence buildings bear witness to a rich history. Heidestad is
located near the historic Sysseltselaan. This avenue used to connect
Kernhem Manor to the north of Ede and the Sysselt, a vast woodland area
with areas of heathland. Beautiful old trees line the avenue. Only non-
motorised traffic is permitted here. This historic and green environment is a
wonderful setting for the new homes. In the quiet streets where Heidestad is
located, there is only local traffic. A peaceful location, with all amenities
nearby.

Central living in the heart of the Netherlands

You live centrally in Ede. More and more people are opting for the wonderful
combination of nature and the city. Via the A12, A30 or A50 you can easily
reach the Randstad conurbation, North Brabant, the Northwest Veluwe or
the Achterhoek. Ede-Wageningen train station is within walking distance of
Heidestad. From here you can travel comfortably to Utrecht (25 minutes),
Amsterdam Central (54 minutes) or Rotterdam (58 minutes).

Surrounded by nature

Ede is located in the Gelderland valley, with the Veluwe to the east, the
Utrecht Ridge to the west and the Bordering lakes to the north. Ede is also a
popular place where people used to build their country houses. Itis a
wooded area with beautiful heathlands and foothills to the Dutch wilderness:
the Veluwe. The Gelderland valley has international allure thanks to being
labelled ‘Food Valley'. Ede also benefits from this. For example, in the form of



the arrival of the World Food Centre, near the former Maurits barracks, a
short distance from the Heidestad new development project.

26 unique and modern homes

Heidestad has 26 unique houses with modern architecture. The large, clear
forms are stripped of unnecessary frills. The similar building materials
provide unity and are subtly used differently in each design. This makes
every home unique.

Below we will highlight provisional street numbers 02, 06, 37, 43 and 44, to
give you an idea of the special quality of the Heidestad properties. Numbers
06 and 37 are not shown on the street scenes. All houses are unique but also
have common qualities. For example, all ceiling heights on the ground floor
have been raised to 2.80m. All homes have a bulthaup b1 kitchen. There are
2 parking spaces per house. There is a common green rear path of no less
than 4.5 m wide. And of course, all homes will be energy neutral.

VISION OF THE ARCHITECTS AND LANDSCAPE ARCHITECTS

Architect René, KOW architecten
‘Unique design yet a cohesive whole’

Heidestad will be a modern neighbourhood with a classic coherence in urban
planning and architecture. The streets are formed by an exciting composition
of alternating residential volumes. The views from facade to fagade and the
open and connected living spaces bring a lot of light and air into the houses.
Each house is unique. Nevertheless, the houses together form a logical unit.
This is due to the uniform use of quiet, natural materials and colours. The fact
that each house has its own character is due to the variety of forms, roofs,
facades and bricks. A distinctive feature is the use of Brazilian brickwork.
This masonry has a transparent character that provides filtered light leading
to a special experience and intimacy from within. The composition of open
and closed surfaces ensures a balanced facade. Thanks to these clear forms,
the houses fit discreetly into the green and historic landscape.’



Architects Joost and Maarten, Studio Komma
‘Where city and landscape

Heidestad extends over the old barracks. It's ambitious, bold, and with a very
diverse character. It is an inspired encounter between city and landscape.
The houses are situated in the middle of a green environment. On the north
side there will be semi-detached houses. They will be grand and generous in
design. The variation in form gives the houses a unique character. This is
reinforced on the south side of the plan by the alternation of free-standing
volumes in the green avenue.

The use of materials is central to the entire design of housing and landscape.
For the entire area, we will use materials that fit well together. Materials with
a high level of finishing. The varied use of open Brazilian brickwork and the
refined detailing that is continued in subtle accents with wood make the
whole special. In the projects we carry out, the emphasis is on developing
healthy architecture that adds meaning for the user. A tried and tested
process that leads to the bringing together of architecture, landscape and
residents in Heidestad.

Landscape architects Joshua, Renzo and Milja, RRog Stedenbouw en
Landschap
‘Nature can be experienced optimally from inside the homes’

Heidestad is part of the natural landscape of the Simon Stevin barracks.
With the ‘Monumental Cluster’ of the barracks within walking distance, living
in a landscape full of history and nature comes to life. Through avenue
structures and hedgerows in the wooded area, nature almost literally
reaches your front door. In the morning when the sun rises, you can see
squirrels jumping from the hazel to the large beech in your back garden.
The houses located on large plots and have a front and a back garden. The
green hedges all around reinforce the natural character of the outdoor
environment. Residents park on the driveways of their homes or in the
parking court, visitors along the street. The design of the driveways links up
with that of the houses. These, together with the hedges and the design of
the houses ensure the carefully planned appearance of the neighbourhood.
The back gardens are accessible via a green rear path of approximately 4.5
metres wide or via the private, extra wide driveway. Here you will also find
the specially designed storage spaces, with space for bicycles, garden



furniture and garden tools. There is a specially designed spot for the wheelie
bins, so they are out of sight. As a result, nature can be experienced
optimally from inside the homes.’

PROVISIONAL STREET NUMBER 02 (165 m? living area)
Light and a rear facade of 10 metres wide!

This house is on the north side of the plan with the garden facing south. The
front side has a view of the trees and shrubs of the wooded bank across the
street. This will be a very quiet street with only local traffic. The homes look
out over the beautiful historic Sysseltselaan.

The houses are built from a light stone with here and there Brazilian masonry
and partly wooden (fraké) facade cladding. The rear facade is almost 10
metres wide! This allows you to lay out the ground floor in complete freedom.
Sufficient space to do all kinds of things. The house has a beautiful bulthaup
farmhouse kitchen with sink island and large dining table everyone can sit
around. There’s space for a cosy lounge area, home office, etc. The
possibilities are endless!

On the first floor are 3 bedrooms and the bathroom with a double sink with
cabinet, walk-in shower with glass wall and toilet. On the second floor is the
4th bedroom and a super storage room containing all the home’s
installations.

PROVISIONAL STREET NUMBER 06, 195 m? living area
The large windows create a sense of space

What a special home! Just tell us where you'd like the kitchen. At the rear
where you have a lot of space to combine cooking, eating and living. And
where everyone can sit around the kitchen table, work, eat, or do crafts all
day long? Or rather at the front, where you can create a more private kitchen
overlooking the greenery?

This house also has a bulthaup kitchen, which you can extend or change as
you wish. This will make your kitchen unique. We will fit a sliding door in the
transparent, 10-metre wide, south-facing rear facade. You can leave it open
all day on a beautiful summer’s day, so people can walk in and out. Thanks

to the view of the also 10-metre-wide back garden, you really get that



indoor/outdoor feeling. If you also have the terrace tiles connect to the floor
inside, you will increase that feeling of space even more.

Here too, on the first floor

we will build three bedrooms and a bathroom with a double sink with
cabinet, a shower with glass wall and a separate toilet. On the second floor
there will be a fourth bedroom of 25 m?, a storage room and the plant room.

PROVISIONAL STREET NUMBER 37, 214 m? living area
FLEXIBLE FOR A SPECIAL LAYOUT

A very nice example of a simple and clear design. In other words, for people
who value form and quality.

The Brazilian brickwork and the face brick give this house (overlooking the
Sysseltselaan) something special.

The ground floor is a beautiful space with excellent sightlines that you can
lay out to your own liking. Exuberant and colourful or, rather, subdued with
natural tones. The open staircase, which extends to the second floor,
provides extra light and creates space. The bulthaup kitchen can be installed
in a variety of ways. At the front, overlooking the street. With a glass sliding
door at the rear of the property, to give you that outdoor kitchen feeling in
the summer. Or on the side, the perfect place to dine with friends and family
until late at night.

On the first floor are three spacious bedrooms and a bathroom with lots of
space. There is a separate toilet on the landing. On the second floor there is a
fantastic 4th bedroom of 25 m2, with plenty of possibilities for all your ideas.

PROVISIONAL STREET NUMBER 43, 168 m? living area
UNLIKE ANYTHING YOU'VE EVER SEEN

All the homes in Heidestad are beautifully designed. This house is a good
example of this. It's unlike

anything you've ever seen. The light brickwork in combination with the
wooden fraké fagcade cladding and the diagonal windows make it all very
special.

With a ground floor of approximately 60m?2, you have plenty of space to
divide up according to your own wishes. Thanks to the many large windows,



the house is very light, which creates a feeling of space and freedom. If you
like light and air, you will be pleasantly surprised.

On the first floor are three very spacious bedrooms, with the option of having
that super walk-in closet built in. It can be installed in various places. The
bathroom is equipped with a double sink with cabinet and a luxurious
shower corner. There is a separate toilet. On the second floor you will find a
cosy 4th room and a combination of storage and plant room.

PROVISIONAL STREET NUMBER 44, 202 m? living area
LARGE, CLEAR FORMS

This house is a beautiful example of modern architecture with broad, clear
forms and stripped of any frills. The

Brazilian brickwork has been applied in a subtle way here. That makes this
design unique.

The bulthaup kitchen matches the character of the homes. Just like the
house, the kitchen has been built according to a timeless design, with high
quality materials. The large floor area offers possibilities for different
functions that can be connected or not. This creates openness. And, in places
where it's desirable, intimacy. The long sightlines offer you a wonderful basis
to lay out the whole property in your own style.

On the first floor are three spacious bedrooms, with the option of having that
super walk-in closet. The bathroom is equipped with a double sink and a
luxurious walk-in shower with glass wall.

There is a separate toilet on the landing. On the second floor are the 4th
bedroom and the loft with installations. Plenty of room to store everything.

bulthaup b1 - freedom to design your own home

We opted for a bulthaup b1 kitchen, a design without any superfluities that
fits in perfectly with the architecture of our homes. In other words: a kitchen
for people who value form and quality.

Stripped of frills and reduced to a timeless design, made of high-quality
materials and, as they themselves say, ‘sublimely finished’. The kitchen has a
kitchen island with sink, an integrated induction hob with downdraft
extractor, a dishwasher, a combi microwave and a fridge-freezer.



Energy-neutral living, ready for the future

In addition to architecture, energy efficiency also plays a major role in this
design. The houses are built ‘energy neutral’. This means excellent insulation,
provided with high quality triple glazing and combined with Ede’s
sustainable heating network for heating and hot drinking water. There are
solar panels on the roof to generate electricity. We will also install a charging
facility for the car at every house, ready for the future!
